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North Devon Homes successful court action against drug dealer
North Devon Homes have been granted possession of a house in Barnstaple by the courts following on-going problems of drug dealing at the property. 

North Devon Homes worked closely with the Police and local residents to bring this case to court after several successful Police raids had shown the house was being used for drug dealing and drug taking. Local residents were extremely concerned about the numerous visitors to the property at all times of the day and night as well as the danger posed by the used needles left in the street.

“North Devon Homes are keen to work closely with the Police, local councillors and the community to tackle anti-social behaviour and this case shows that when everyone supports each other the courts will enforce the tenancy conditions”

Local residents had initially sent the Police a petition, signed by over 200 people highlighting their concerns and demanding action. North Devon Homes strive to create communities where people want to live and feel safe and are delighted with the courts decision.
